• Common interests such as current knowledge gaps in farm business management, 

smart farming adoption, and understanding of data, data sources and fair data, 
etc.

• Stronger understanding between different education levels – also taking benefits 
of the competence paths and life-long learning. 

• Smart agriculture working group
• Representatives of farmers, advisory sector, education, research, and 

administration share knowledge on regular basis. 
• Solutions to strengthen the skills and competencies of smart agriculture, agricultural data, and 

digitalization.   
• Aim to increase collaboration and common understanding among smart farming 

and agricultural data actors.

• Network actors’ contacts are crucial as they have well-known

channels.
• Various projects function as meeting points for farmers across

Finland, and work with project managemers is important to link in 
between. Platform is the tool for the projects.

• Rural communicators in ELY –centres across Finland.
• CAP connection broughts farmers to the platform. 



Reaching out to the farmers
• Farmers’ unions and associations are brought into the discussions on 

regular basis. Topics have covered for example:
• Farm business management route map -work
• Smart agriculture and agricultural data route map –work
• Farmers’ voice in research, development and innovation projects

• Low-barrier meetings points to improve the discussion and 
collaboration are introduced and tested.

• Taking benefits of farmers’ existing meeting points such as agricultural fairs, 
seminars, and site visits.
